REPORTS FROM CITY ADMINISTRATOR AND DEPARTMENT HEADS

Police Chief Lausten informed Council the band “1964...The Tribute” will perform at PayPal on
Friday, August 20" at 8:30.

C. RESOLUTION — BALLOT QUESTION — LB 1018 (TABLED FROM 8/3/2010 MEETING)

Councilmember Quick introduced and moved for the adoption of Resolution No. 10-088: A
RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LA VISTA,
NEBRASKA, PURSUANT TO THE NEBRASKA ADVANTAGE TRANSFORMATIONAL
TOURISM AND REDEVELOPMENT ACT, PROPOSING THE DIRECTION OF PROCEEDS OF
THE LOCAL OPTION SALES TAX AS AUTHORIZED BY THE ACT FOR SUBMISSION TO THE
VOTERS OF LA VISTA ON NOVEMBER 2, 2010.

WHEREAS, the Nebraska State Legislature authorized cities who levy a local option sales tax,
through the passage of LB1018 during the 2010 session which was entitled the
“Nebraska Advantage Transformational Tourism and Redevelopment Act’ and
now is found in Nebraska Statutes, Sections 77-1001 et seq, to utilize that sales
tax to assist in development or redevelopment at the local level by giving cities the
authority to rebate local option sales tax dollars generated in one or more
qualifying tourism development or redevelopment project areas as an incentive;
and

WHEREAS, LB1018 requires that the municipality get approval by their citizens to direct local
option sales taxes as permitted thereunder; and

WHEREAS, LB 1018 creates minimum investment and net employment increases for an
applicant to qualify for incentives, with the investment requirement being a tiered
system based on the level of net taxable sales within the county during the
preceding calendar year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of La Vista,
Nebraska, that the direction of local option sales tax within one or more
redevelopment or tourism development project areas designated by the City will be
presented to the voters of the City for approval pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. section
77-1001 et seq on November 2, 2010 at the general election. The following
question shall appear on the ballot:

“LA VISTA ADVANTAGE TRANSFORMATIONAL
TOURISM AND REDEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

If authorized by the voters at an election, the City of La Vista, Nebraska may direct
that some or all of the local option sales taxes — that is, the City’s sales taxes -
collected in a designated area be distributed to qualifying businesses to encourage
investment in redevelopment or tourism development in those areas. Shall the
municipality — the City of La Vista - direct the local option sales tax collected within
an area defined by the municipality to require redevelopment or as a tourism
development project for the benefit of that area?

A “YES” vote will authorize the City of La Vista to direct some or all of the City's
sales taxes collected in a designated area to be distributed to qualifying

businesses to encourage investment in redevelopment or tourism development in
those areas.
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A “NO” vote will deny authority to the City of La Vista to direct some or all of the
City’s sales taxes collected in a designated area to be distributed to qualifying
businesses to encourage investment in redevelopment or tourism development in
those areas

SECTION 3. That a copy of this resolution for the Program of the City of La Vista, Nebraska shall
be filed with the City Clerk who shall make it available for public review at City Hall, 8116 Park
View Boulevard, La Vista, Nebraska during regular business hours.

SECTION 4. That the City Clerk is hereby directed to submit the question of adoption of the
Program to the registered voters at the general election to be held November 2, 2010 by filing a
certified copy of this resolution with the election commissioner or Sarpy County Clerk within the
time required by law, but in any event not later than September 1, 2010, at which the question
will be considered by voters, and to make all notices and take such further actions as required of
her by law regarding such election.

SECTION 5. That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
Seconded by Councilmember Sheehan. Councilmember Sheehan stated that this ballot
language is much easier to read and understand. Councilmembers voting aye: Sell, Ronan,
Quick, Sheehan, Carlisle, Crawford, Ellerbeck, and Gowan.

FOR THE FISCAL PERIOD BEGINNING ON OCTOBER 1, 2010 AND ENDING ON
SEPTEMBER 30, 2011; SPECIFYING THE OBJECTS AND PURPOSES FOR WHICH SUCH
APPROPRIATIONS ARE MADE AND THE AMOUNT TO BE APPROPRIATED FOR EACH
OBJECT OR PURPOSE; SPECIFYING THE AMOUNT TO BE RAISED BY TAX LEVY;
PROVIDING FOR THE CERTIFICATION OF THE TAX LEVY HEREIN SENT TO THE COUNTY
CLERK OF SARPY COUNTY; AND PRESCRIBING THE TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE

2. ORDINANCE — ADOPT CODES WITH AMENDMENTS

Councilmember Carlisle introduced Ordinance No. 1128 entitled: AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND
SECTIONS 150.01, 150.02, 150.04, AND 150.05 OF THE LA VISTA MUNICIPAL CODE
RELATING TO STANDARD CODES AND REGULATION OF BUILDINGS, STRUCTURES,
MECHANICAL, PLUMBING, ELECTRICAL AND RELATED WORK, MATERIALS AND
REQUIREMENTS: TO REPEAL SECTIONS 150.01, 150.02, 150.04, AND 150.05 AS
PREVIOUSLY ENACTED; TO PROVIDE FOR SEVERABILITY; AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE
EFFECTIVE DATE HEREOF. Said ordinance was read by title.

Councilmember Carlisle moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be
suspended.

The owner of a home valued at $150,000 will pay $785.25 in property taxes, or $65.43 per month. The
property tax levy remains the same as last year at $.05235.

BACKGROUND

The City Council held budget workshops on July 12, and 13, 2010. The proposed budget ordinance and
Master Fee ordinance were prepared based on the discussions from these meetings. Since the first reading of
the Budget Ordinance, modifications have been made which have been discussed with the City Council during

the first and second reading. The only new change is:

General Fund

Section 2. Sewer Fee Schedule.

§3-103 Municipal Sewer Department; Rates.

A

Levy of Sewer Service Charges. The following sewer service charges shall be levied
against the user of premises, property or structures of every kind, nature and description,
which has water service from any supply source and are i indi i
the-sewerage-system-of-the-Gity-of La-Vista:located within the wastewater service area of
the City of La Vista.

Computation of Sewer Service Charges. For the months of December, January, February
and March, the monthly charge for residential sewer services will be computed on the actual
water used for these months. The monthly charge for residential sewer service in the
months of April, May, June, July, August, September, October and November will be
computed on the average water usage of the four (4) preceding winter months of
December, January, February and March or for such portion of said consumption,
whichever is the lesser. At the option of the City of La Vista, water used from private wells
shall be either metered or estimated for billing purposes.

Amount of Sewer Service Charges. The total sewer service charge for each sewer service
user will be the sum of three (3) charges: (1) customer charge, (2) flow charge, and (3)
abnormal charge.

1. The customer charge is as follows

a. For sewer service users classified as Residential, the same being sewer service
to a single family dwelling, or a duplex, apartment, or other multi-family dwelling
wherein the water consumption for each dwelling is separately supplied, metered
and charged for by the Metropolitan Utilities District - $5-576.02 per month.

b. For sewer service users classified as Residential-Multi-Family, the same being
sewer service to Multi-Family dwellings wherein the water consumption in each
dwelling is not separately supplied, metered and charged for by the Metropolitan
Utilities District - $ 5:576.02 per month plus an amount equal to $ &:645.41 times
the total number of units served by the water connection, less one. Late charge
of 14% for Multi-Family dwellings.

¢. For sewer service users classified as General Commercial: Customers who
normally use less than 100,000 cubic feet of water per month and who are not
Residential users - $ 5:976.45 per month. For sewer service users in this
category that require manual billing, add $10.00 for a total of $45:9716.45 per
month.

d. The flow charge for all sewer service users shall be $ 4:62581.7557 per hundred
cubic feet (ccf).

e. If users other than those classified herein are connected to the wastewater
collection system, the Customer Charges, the Flow Charges and Other Charges
will be determined by the City Council in accordance with rules and regulations

. of the EPA and the Agreement between the City of La Vista and the City of
Omaha.

Section 3. Sewer/Drainage Connection Fee Schedule. A fee shall be paid to the City Treasurer

as set forth in this section for each structure or tract to be connected to the sewer system of the
City. No connection permit or building permit shall be issued until the following connection fees
have been paid.

Duplex $4-2001,100/unit

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The fee for commercial (including industrial) shall be computed on the basis of $5-5005.973 per |
acre within each platted lot or tract, irrespective of the number of structures to be constructed
thereon.

The applicable fee shall be paid in respect to each lot or building site as a condition of City’s
issuance of any building or sewer connection permit.

A. Changes in Use. If the use of a lot changes subsequent to payment of the fee, which
different use would require payment of a fee greater than that payable in respect to the
use for which the fee was originally paid, the difference in fee shall be paid to the City at
time of such change in use.

B. Existing Structures. Structures for which sewer connection and building permits have
been issued, and all permit fees in respect thereto paid, prior to the effective date hereof
shall be exempt from the fees herein imposed.

C. Preconnection Payments. Where preconnection payment charges for a subdivision or
portion thereof have been paid to City at time of subdivision of a tract pursuant to
agreement between the City and the developer and the sanitary and improvement district,
if any, financing improvements of the subdivision, the preconnection payment so made
shall be credited by City to the sewer/drainage fees payable at time of connection of the
individual properties to the sewer/drainage systems of the City.

D. Sewer Tap and Inspection and Sewer Service Fees. The fees imposed by Section 3
hereof are in addition to and not in lieu of (1) sewer tap and inspection fees payable
pursuant to Section 3-122 of the La Vista Municipal Code and listed herein and (2) sewer
service charges imposed by Section 2 hereof.

Section 4. Sewer Inspection Charges Established for Installation. Inspection charges for
nonresidential property sewer installation shall be:

Section 6. Repeal of Ordinance No. 1097. Ordinance No. 1097 as originally approved on
September 15, 2009, and all ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 7. Severability Clause. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this
ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutionality or
invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. The Mayor and
City Council of the City of La Vista hereby declare that it would have passed this ordinance and
each section, subsection, clause or phrase thereof, irrespective of the fact that any one or more
sections, subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases be declared unconstitutional or invalid.

Section 8. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect from and after its passage, approval
and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law; provided, however, that:

(1) Pawnbroker occupation taxes of Section 1 shalf be effective April 1, 2003. Pawnbroker
occupations taxes shall be payable on a monthly basis no later than the last day of the calendar
month immediately following the month in which the subject pawnbroker transactions occur. For
example, the occupation tax on pawnbroker transactions for the month of April 2003 shall be due
and payable on or before May 31, 2003.

(2) Pawnbroker permit fees shall be effective January 1, 2004. Annual pawnbroker permit
fees shall be due and payable annually on or before January 1. Initial pawnbroker permit fees shalll
be due and payable on or before the date that the pawnbroker license is issued. Issuance of
renewal of pawnbroker permits shall be subject to payment of applicable permit fees.

BACKGROUND

Each year as part of the budget process recommendations are made regarding wage rates for employees. The
Council Policy Statement adopted regarding Pay for Performance (PFP) calls for Council to annually determine
an adjustment to the salary ranges (which does not increase employee pay) and establish a base factor, which is
a salary increase percentage that employees subject to PFP would be eligible to receive based on their
performance. On March 16, 2010 Council passed a resolution directing that the FY11 budget be prepared with
salary ranges adjusted by 2.5% and a base factor for wage increases of 2.5%.

FY 10 was the third and final year of a three year agreement with The Public Works Department. These
employees will become a part of the Pay for Performance compensation system as of October 1, 2010. The
Fraternal Order of Police is entering the second year of a three year contract that calls for a three percent

increase in FY11.

AN ORDINANCE TO FIX THE COMPENSATION OF OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF THE

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LA VISTA, SARPY
COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. City Council. The compensation of members of the City Council shall, in addition to
such vehicle and other allowances as may from time to time be fixed by the Budget or other
Resolution of the City Council, be, and the same hereby is, fixed at the sum of $4,320.00 per year
for each of the members of the City Council.

Section 2. Mayor. The compensation of the Mayor shall, in addition to such vehicle and other
allowances as may from time to time be fixed by the Budget or other Resolution of the City Council,
be, and the same hereby is, fixed at the sum of $10,800.00 per year.

Section 3. City Administrator. The compensation of the City Administrator shall, in addition to such
vehicle and other allowances as may from time to time be fixed by the Budget or other Resolution
of the City Council, be established by contractual agreement.

Section 4. Management Exempt Emplovees. The management exempt employees hereafter
named shall, in addition to such vehicle and other allowances as may from time to time be fixed by
Resolution of the City Council, receive annualized salaries fixed in accordance with the schedules
of Table 200, set forth in Section 22 of this Ordinance, for the following respective wage ranges,
and in accordance with such rules as the City Council may by resolution establish:

Section 8. Pay for Performance. Employees not covered by a collective bargaining agreement or
express employment contract shall be subject to the City’s Pay for Performance (PFP)
compensation system as outlined in Council Policy Statement. PFP salary ranges are set forth in
Table 100 and 200 of Section 22 of this Ordinance. The base factor for fiscal year 20119 shall be
set at two and one-half three percent (2.53%).

Section 9. _Certification Incentive Pay for Chief Building Official and Building Inspectors.
Employees of the City in the positions of Chief Building Official and Building Inspector are eligible
to receive a one time only incentive payment of $1,000 for each certification obtained in an
applicable construction field/trade. Such payment must be approved by the City Administrator.

Section 10. Legal Counsel. Compensation of the legal counsel other than special City Prosecutor
for the City shall be, and the per diem rates respecting same shall be, at 90% of the standard hourly
rate the firm may from time to time charge. Compensation for Special City prosecution shall be as
agreed upon at the time of specific employment.

Section 11. Engineers. Compensation of Engineers for the City shall be, and the same hereby is,
fixed in accordance with such schedules of hourly and per diem or percentage rates as shall from
time to time be approved by Resolution of the City Council. Travel allowances respecting same
shall be as may from time to time be fixed by Resolution of such City Council.

Section 12. Longevity Pay for Salaried Full-Time Employees and Hourly Paid Full-Time
Employees, Including Police Employees. Employees of the City in the positions set forth in Section

3 and Tables-300-and 400 of this Ordinance-including-pelice-positions; shall receive longevity pay
in an amount equal to the following percentage of the hourly rate set forth in Section 3 and Tables
300-and 400 of this Ordinance, rounded to the nearest whole cent:

Length of Service Allowance Per Hour
Over 7 Years 2.00% (or.02)

Over 10 Years 2.75% (or .0275)
Over 15 Years 4.00% (or .04)

Over 20 Years 4.50% (or .0450)

Section 13. Health, Dental Life and Long Term Disability Insurance. Subject to the terms,
conditions and eligibility requirements of the applicable insurance plan documents and policies,
regular full-time employees of the City of La Vista and their families shall be entitled to be enrolied
in the group life, health, and dental insurance program maintained by the City. Regular full-time
employees shall also be entitled to be enrolled in the long term disability insurance program
maintained by the City.

Unless otherwise provided by collective bargaining agreement, or other applicable agreement, the
City's employer share shall be ninety (90) percent of the amount of the actual premium and the
employee shall pay the ten percent (10%) balance of the actual premium via payroll deduction for
employees enrolled in single coverage. The City’s employer share shall be eighty percent (80%) of
the amount of the actual premium and the employee shall pay the twenty percent (20%) balance of
the actual premium via payroll deduction for any employee enrolled in a level of coverage other
than single. Those employees electing not to participate in these programs will receive no other
form of compensation in lieu of this benefit.

Section 14. Establishment of Shifts. The City may establish duty shifts of such length, and to have
such beginning and ending times, and to have such meal and break times, as it may deem
appropriate or necessary, respecting employees of the City.

Section 15. Special Provisions.

A Employees covered by the "Agreement Between the La Vista Fraternal Order of Police
Lodge No. 28 and the City of La Vista, Nebraska, covering the period from October 1,
20097 through September 30, 201209," shall receive compensation and benefits and enjoy
working conditions, as described, provided and limited by such Agreement. The terms of
such Agreement shall supersede any provisions of this Ordinance inconsistent therewith,
and be deemed incorporated herein by this reference.

B. Holiday Pay shall be compensated as set forth in the Agreement between the La Vista
Fraternal Order of Police Lodge No. 28 and the City of La Vista for police officers and as set
forth in the Personnel Manual for all other full time employees.

C. Subject to subsection 15.D. hereof, each full time hourly non-exempt employee of the City
shall be entitled to receive overtime pay at the rate of one and one half times the
employee's regular rate for each hour worked in excess of forty hours during a work week.
If called out at any time other than during regular assigned work hours during the pay
period, such employee shall be entitled to compensation at the rate of one and one half
times the regular rate for each hour so worked, provided that in no case shall an employee
receive less than two hours over time pay for such call out work, and further provided there
shall be no pyramiding of hours for purposes of computing overtime. For purposes of this
subsection an empioyee's "regular rate" shall be the sum of his or her hourly rate specified
in Section 6 of this Ordinance and any longevity pay due under this Ordinance.

D. Police Department employees covered by the "Agreement Between the La Vista Fraternal
Order of Police Lodge No. 28 and the City of La Vista, Nebraska,” described in subsection
15.A hereof shall, as provided in such Agreement, be paid overtime at one and one half
times the employee's hourly rate (including any longevity allowance) for each hour worked
in excess of 80 hours during any 14 day work period coinciding with the pay period
established by Section 17 of this Ordinance.

E. All Management Exempt Employees and all Salaried Exempt Employees are considered to
be salaried employees and shall not be eligible for overtime pay, holiday pay, or other
special pay as provided by this section.

| Public Works employees shall be paid overtime at the rate of one and one-half times the
employee’s hourly rate for all hours worked on the Saturday and Sunday of the annual La
Vista Days celebration, except, that if an employee uses any sick leave, vacation leave,
personal leave, or comp time during the corresponding pay periods, such leave time shall
offset any overtime earned on said Saturday and Sunday.

Section 16. Pay for Unused Sick Leave Upon Retirement or Death. Employees who voluntarily
retire after twenty or more years of service with the City and have no pending disciplinary action at
the time of their retirement, shall be paid for any unused sick leave. Employees who began their
employment with the City after January 1, 2005, or who began their employment prior to this date
but elected to waive their eligibility for emergency sick leave, shall be paid for any unused sick
leave, if they voluntarily leave City employment and have no pending disciplinary action, according
to the following sliding schedule: After 10 years of employment — 100% of sick leave hours accrued
over 660 and up to 880; after 15 years of employment — 100% of sick leave hours accrued over 440
hours and up to 880; after 20 years of employment — 100% of sick leave hours accrued up to 880.
No other employee shall be paid for any unused sick leave upon termination of employment.

A regular full-time employee’s unused sick leave shall also be paid if, after October 1, 1999, the
employee sustains an injury which is compensable by the City or the City's insurer under the
Nebraska Workers' Compensation Act and such injury causes the death of the employee within two
years after the date of injury. Any payment made pursuant to the preceding sentence shall be
made to the surviving spouse of the employee; provided, such payment shall be made to the
employee's estate if the employee leaves no surviving spouse or if, prior to his or her death, the
employee filed with the City Clerk a written designation of his or her estate as beneficiary of such
payment.

Section 17. Pay Periods. All employees of the City of La Vista shall be paid on a bi-weekly basis.
The pay period will commence at 12:01 a.m. Sunday and will conclude at 11:59 p.m. on the second
succeeding Saturday. On the Friday following the conclusion of the pay period, all employees shall
be paid for all compensated time that they have been accredited with during the pay period just
concluded.

Section 18. Public Works Lunch and Clean-up Times. Lunch period for employees of the Public
Works Department shall be one half hour (30 minutes) in duration. Public Works employees shall
be granted a 5 minute clean-up period prior to start of lunch period, and shall be granted an
additional 5 minutes clean-up period prior to the end of the work day.

Section 19. Sick Leave and Personal Leave. Sick leave and personal leave will be awarded and
administered in conjunction with the provisions set forth in the personnel manual and the
Agreement between the La Vista Fraternal Order of Police Lodge No. 28 and the City of La Vista,
as applicable to the employee in question.

Section 20. Vacation Leave. Upon satisfactory completion of six months continuous service,
regular full-time employees and permanent part-time employees shall be entitled to vacation leave.
Such vacation shall not be used in instaliments of less than one hour. Increments of vacation
leave of less than four hours must have 48 hours prior approval and can be taken only at the
beginning or at the end of the work day.

Section 21. Vacation Entitlement.

A All full-time employees whose employment is governed by the Agreement described in
Section 15, Paragraph A. of this Ordinance shall earn and be eligible for vacation as
provided in such Agreement.

B. All other full-time Hourly Non-Exempt Employees shall earn: six (6) days of paid vacation
during the first year of continuous full-time employment; eleven (11) days of paid vacation
during the second year of continuous full-time employment; and thereafter, eleven (11) days
of paid vacation during each subsequent year of continuous full-time employment, plus one
(1) additional day of paid vacation for each year of continuous full-time employment in
excess of two years. Notwithstanding the foregoing, no employee shall earn more than
twenty-three (23) days of paid vacation per employment year.

C. All Management Exempt Employees, and Salaried Exempt Employees, shall earn ten (10)
days paid vacation during the first year of continuous employment, and one (1) additional
vacation day for each additional year of continuous employment not to exceed twenty-six
(26) days.

D. All Permanent Part Time Employees working a minimum of twenty (20) hours per week shall
earn forty (40) hours of paid vacation time per year after six (6) months of employment and
successful completion of the initial or extended initial probationary period. Total paid
vacation time earned per year shall not exceed forty (40) hours.

E. Exempt, Non-Exempt, and Permanent Part-Time Employees shall be allowed to accrue
unused vacation leave from previous years to a maximum of 220 hours.

A public hearing has been scheduled and a resolution has been prepared approving the 2011-2015 Capital
Improvement Program (CIP).

FiSCAL IMPACT

Capital Improvement Projects recommended for funding in 2011 have been incorporated into the FY 11 Capital
Budget.

RECOMMENDATION
Approval.
BACKGROUND

The purpose of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is to develop a five year plan that systematically
examines the City’s infrastructure and capital needs. It is intended to be reviewed and updated on an annual
basis to reflect the changing needs of the community and the availability of financial resources. The CIP is a
planning document and does not authorize or fund projects.

A draft of the 2011-2015 CIP was presented to Council at the strategic planning session in March. The Capital
Fund Budget was subsequently prepared accordingly and presented at the budget workshops in July. Figures
have been adjusted for carryover projects as it became clearer which projects would be completed this fiscal
year and which would have to be carried over, either completely or in part, into 2011. The addition of the
Applewood Creek Drainageway project to the CIP is the most significant change (this addition was discussed at
the budget workshop). This project received a grant from the NRD which requires a match from the City.

Major CIP projects in FY11 include initial planning for the District 1 Fire Station, the first part of the
Thompson Creek Phase VI project, a city-wide Technology Analysis (one of the action steps in Council’s
strategic plan), initial funding to begin the next phase of the Vision 84 redevelopment plan which is the
implementation strategy, street /bridge repair work on the Harrison Street bridge at Eastport Parkway,
rehabilitation of the lights at the Sports Complex and the design and engineering for the Aquatic Facility. (The
Harrison Street bridge project and the Sports Complex lighting rehab were added or moved up in the CIP as
they have been designated as critical.) We did not receive the federal grant for the fire station project; however
the Committee feels we need to begin the process of planning for this facility as it was identified in the
Municipal Facilities Plan as the top facility priority. We did receive a FEMA grant for the Thompson Creek
project and that is reflected in the CIP. Funding was also included for the Aquatic Facility with an assumption
that a bond issue may be revisited sometime during 2011. (This is obviously a Council decision.) We are
recommending additional engineering fees for this project to facilitate the engineering of the underpass that is
shown in the proposed Vision 84 redevelopment plan. This underpass connects directly to the area where an




Aquatics Facility would be located, and we felt it made sense to do the engineering work simultaneously to
insure that the two projects integrate well.

Several carry-over projects from 2010 are also included. The La Vista Commons Study, the expansion of the
Golf Course Maintenance building, the La Vista Link to the Keystone Trail, the 132™ & West Giles Road
improvements, the Quiet Zone implementation, and the Hell Creek Channel/Harrison Street Bridge projects will
not be completed this construction season. The former Portal Greenway project is now listed as the Applewood
Creek Drainageway project.

As currently proposed, project requests for FY'11 total $5,801,698 with funding from a variety of sources. All
streets projects with the exception of the Hell Creek Channel/ Harrison Street Bridge project and the City’s
portion of the Applewood Creek Drainageway project will be funded with sales tax dollars that are earmarked
for street and other capital improvements ($536,526). The Hell Creek project is a multi-year project that will be
funded with general obligation bonds along with the City’s portion of the Thompson Creek project and the
Aquatic Facility ($1,386,024). The funding for the Fire Station is from Public Safety Bonds ($380,000) and the
major portions of the Thompson Creek project, the Keystone Trail Link project, the Applewood Creek
Drainageway project and the Primary Green Streets project would be grant funded ($2.3 million). The Lottery
Fund will pay for project costs totaling $130,105, which includes the Sports Complex lighting rehab, and the
General Fund will finance project costs totaling $130,000.

As required by Statute, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on August 19, 2010 and voted
unanimously to recommend to the City Council that the 2011-2015 CIP be approved.

BACKGROUND

In 1998, the La Vista Police Department became a member of the Metro Area Drug Task Force under an
Interlocal Cooperation Agreement. The Interlocal Cooperation Agreement was last updated in December of
2004. In past agreements, the La Vista Police Department was not a beneficiary for Task Force grant funding.
A meeting of the Task Force Advisory Board was held in June where the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement was

reviewed and amended.

The amended Interlocal Agreement adds the La Vista Police Department as an eligible beneficiary for grants
funding as part of Task Force. The amended Interlocal Cooperation Agreement limits La Vista’s rent-utility cost
at the off-site to no more that 1% of the total projected expenses of $260,000.00 which has not changed from the
prior Interlocal Cooperation Agreement. The off-site facility is partially funded by a Nebraska Crime
Commission Grant which pays a majority of the total fees.

INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT

1. It is the present belief of informed law enforcement administrators that the
law enforcement effort against crime and drug trafficking in the Omaha/East Central
Nebraska Metropolitan area can best be conducted from a centralized multi-agency
location,

2. In order for the several hereinafter designated governmental units to make
the most efficient use of their powers by enabling them to cooperate with each other, and
other governmental agencies, on a basis of mutual advantage and in a manner that will
accord best with geographic, economic, population and other factors, the following
agencies signatory hereto do, under the authority of the Interlocal Cooperation Act, NEB.
REV. STAT. §§ 13-801, et seq., hereby extends for five years an Agreement with the
following terms and conditions.

3. The purpose of this Agreement is to allow the parties hereto an opportunity
to parﬁcipate in a grant-funded project facilitating the establishment of a joint-work
environment as an effort to address the law enforcement needs in the Omaha/East
Central Nebraska Metropolitan area. This Agreement neither creates powers above and
beyond those granted each agency by federal and state statutes aﬁd/or city ordinances,
nor does it create a new enforcement authority. Each participating agency shall maintain
its own integrity.

4, It is the intention of the contributing agencies to étaff a single facility
(hereinafter “the facility”) with personnel assigned to narcotics enforcement and related
functions, thereby eliminating duplication and inefficiency. Maximum intra-

departmental and inter-departmental communication is the expected result.
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5. Each participating agency shall retain title to any and all property,
resources, and equipment brought into the Agreement by them and upon termination
shall remove such property from the facility. Any property, resources, or equipment
purchased or donated on behalf of the participating agencies collectively, shall be
disposed of upon termination in accordance with the guidelines of the funding agency
then in effect. In the absence of such guidelines, residual assets shall accrue to each
participating agency in equal shares.

6. This Agreement shall be effective upon execution by all participating
agencies and shall continue in. effect for five years unless terminated or extended as
herein provided.

7. The Douglas County Sheriff, the City of Omaha Police Department, the
Sarpy County Sheriff, the Nebraska State Patrol, the City of Bellevue Police
Department, the La Vista Police Department, and the City of Papillion Police
Department are beneficiaries and/or obligers as provided in Nebraska Commission on
Law Enforcement and Criminal Justice Grant which is incorporated herein by this
reference, together with any amendments, extensions, renewals, continuations,
subordinate agreements and conditions (herein referenced to as “the Grant").

8. This Agreement hereby establishes an Administrative Board comprised of
the chief law enforcement officer of each participating agency or their designee. The
Administrative Board shall act by majority vote of its members.

9. Fiscal administration of the Grant and the facility and other activities
provided for in this Agreement shall be the responsibility of the Finance Director of the
City of Omaha or his/her designee. No tax authorized by NEB. REV. STAT. §§ 13-318 to

13-326 shall be levied, collected, or accounted for under this Agreement.

10.  Functional administration, or the day-to-day operation of the facility and
activities as provided for in this Agreement, shall be the responsibility of the Police
Chief of the City of Omaha.

a. To assist in paying miscellaneous expenses incurred in the day-to-
day operation of the facility and its activities which are not within the rental
payments, throughout the term of this Agreement the City of Omaha shall receive
One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) per month from each federal agency that is a
participating agency.

b. In addition, if lease payment contributions are made by the
participating agencies as described in paragraph No. 12 of this Agreement, the City
of Omaha shall receive 1% of such contributions.

11.  The Functional Administrator shall be responsible for the general overall
operation of the facility. These duties shall include:

a. Collect and tabulate from each participating agency all statistical
information required by the Grant and provide a report of such information to the
Administrative Board on at least a quarterly basis.

b. Monitor the expenditure of federal and matching funds through
frequent contact with the Fiscal Administrator.

c. Maintain proper documentation for grant audit requirements.

d. Ensure proper maintenance of the facility building, including
custodial services.

e. Provide or cause to be provided such training as deemed appropriate

to all assigned personnel.
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f. Inventory all grant-provided equipment that is placed within the
facility.

g Such other duties as are necessary to the successful operation of
this project.

12.  The Fiscal Administrator is authorized to secure by lease (not to exceed
five years, exclusive of options to renew) appropriate premises suitable for housing the
operation and personnel necessary to fulfill the purpose of this Agreement ("the
facility"). It is understood that the annual rental, common area charges and utilities
shall not exceed Two Hundred Sixty Thousand Dollars ($260,000.00) and that
payments shall be made from funds provided by the Grant or by available funds and
proceeds of drug forfeitures. If any such funds are not available, then each agency

shall contribute on the following percentage basis to each quarterly lease payment:

City of Bellevue 1%
City of La Vista 1%
Douglas County Sheriff 10%
Nebraska State Patrol 26%
City of Omaha 56%
Sarpy County Sheriff 6%
City of Pépillion 1%
Total 101%

Each, participating agency shall be personally responsible for its own telephone

communication service including receivers, instruments, wiring and such other

materials as are necessary.
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13.  The percentage contributions stated in paragraph No. 12 are hereby
fixed for the term of the lease unless revised in accordance with this Agreement.
The Functional Administrator may, with the approval of the Administrative Board,
provide for occupancy by additional law enforcement agencies and adjust
percentages to reflect such actual usage. Annually during September, the Functional
Administrator may, with the approval of the Administrative Board, adjust these
percentage contributions to account for changes in the number of agency personnel
assigned to the facility, including a decrease due to an agency discontinuing
participation under this Agreement.

14. Rent or utilities payable hereunder for any period of time less than one
month shall be determined by prorating the monthly percentage herein specified based
on the actual number of days in the month. Rent and utilities shall be paid when due to
the. City of Omaha Finance Director, Omaha/Douglas Civic Center, 1819 Farnam Street,
Omaha, NE 68183.

15.  Each participating agency acknowledges the following specified benefits
and obligations: |

a. The Douglas County Sheriff shall provide a match value of at least
three (3) fulltime investigators who shall work in furtherance of this Agreement.

b. The City of Omaha Police Department shall provide two (2) clerical
personnel, five (5) police investigators, and one (1) police sergeant who shall work
in furtherance of this Agreement and shall be reimbursed by the Fiscal

Administrator in an amount set annually by the Administrative Board.

c. The Sarpy County Sheriff shall provide one (1) sergeant, who shall

be used for match value, and two (2) investigators who shall work in furtherance of
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this Agreement and shall be reimbursed by the Fiscal Administrator in an amount
set annually by the Administrative Board.

d. The City of Bellevue Police Department shall provide one (1)
investigator who shall work in furtherance of this Agreement and shall be
reimbursed by the Fiscal Administrator in an amount set annually by the
Administrative Board.

e. The City of La Vista Police Department shall provide one (1)
investigator who shall work in furtherance of this Agreement and shall be
reimbursed by the Fiscal Administrator in an amount set annually by the
Administrative Board. |

f. The City of Papillion Police Department shall provide one (1) police
officer who shall work in furtherance of this Agreement and shall be reimbursed
by the Fiscal Administrator in an amount set annually by the Administrative

Board.

L. Each participating agency receiving reimbursement for services

shall provide to the Fiscal Administrator reports of hours worked in such form as

the Fiscal Administrator may designate. The Fiscal Administrator shatl disburse
earned reimbursement funds quarterly to the appropriate political subdivisions.

16.  All participating agencies assigning personnel under this Agreement

understand that such personnel shall at all times remain an employee of and under the
ultimate direction and control of the assigning agency; shall be compensated by that
agency including workers' compensation; shall be defended and indemnified by that

agency; and shall be deemed to be acting in the course and scope of employment with that

participating agency.
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17.  Each participating agency acknowledges that the United States.
Department of Justice, Federal Bureau of Investigation, will provide and maintain a
security alarm for the facility at its cost; agrees to abide by all standard and special
conditions in the Grant; acknowledges that related federal agencies may occupy space in
the facility; and understands that they are committed to pay utilities and maintenance
costs as provided herein.

18.  Any participating agency may withdraw from this Agreement upon 30
days written notice to all participating agencies upon the affirmative vote of a majority
of its members; the Administrative Board may terminate this Agreement at any time
during its term. This Agreement may be extended in accordance with applicable law
and regulations.

19.  Pursuant to and in order to be in compliance with NEB. REV. STAT. § 4-114(2), the
participating agencies shall use a federal immigration verification system to determine the work
eligibility status of new employees physically performing services within the State of Nebraska.
A federal immigration verification system means the electronic verification of the work
authorization program authorized by the illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant
Responsibility Act of 1996, 8 U.S.C. § 1324a, known as the E-Verify Program, or an equivalent
federal program designated by the United States Department of Homeland Security or other
federal agency authorized to verify the work eligibility status of a newly hired employee’s lawful
presence in the United States using the Systematic Alien Verification for Entitlements (SAVE)
Program. None of the participants are an individual or sole proprietorship. Therefore, none of
the participants are subject to the public benefits attestation and related requirements of NEB, REV.

STAT. §§ 4-108 - 113.

20.  All participants agree that in accordance with the Nebraska Fair Employment
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Practice Act, NEB. REV. STAT. § 48-1122 (Reissue 2004) and other federal and local laws, they
will not discriminate against any employee, or applicant for employment, to be employed in the
performance of this Agreement, with respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions, or privileges of
employment because of the race, color, religion, sex, disability, or national origin of the employee
or applicant. No participant shall, in the performance of this Agreement, discriminate or permit

discrimination in violation of federal or state laws or local ordinances.

Council discussion is requested prior to formal action on a an ordinance to amend sections 70 and 72, Traffic
Code, of the La Vista Municipal Code to provide specific provisions for citation definitions, abatement of
parking violations, parking after snow, parking violations bureau and administrative fees.

BACKGROUND

A review of the Traffic Code has revealed that changes need to be made in order to improve the Police

Department’s ability to enforce parking regulations within the City. Specific recommendations include:

Section §70.090, Definitions, would specifically not include a “parking violation notice” in the definition of
citation as used in the subchapter.

Section §70.111, Abatement of Parking Violation, would add the Code Enforcement Officer into the ordinance
giving the position the ability to abate parking violations.

Section §72.21, Parking After Snow, would delete the “two or more inches of snow, ice and/or sleet” provision
and the ordinance would be enforceable after the Mayor or his/her designee has declared a snow emergency.
Current language relies on snow estimates of “two or ...” “or when the Mayor or his/her designee shall declare a
snow emergency” for the parking prohibition to take effect. Many times the police officers and more
importantly the public is unaware if the ordinance is applicable unless a snow emergency has been declared.

Section §72.58, Parking Violations Bureau, deletes the specific parking violation penalty and refers the penalty
to what is set forth in the Master Fee Ordinance. Additionally, proposed changes allow for a petition procedure
for contesting a parking violation notice as opposed to a court appearance. Another change allows the Chief of
Police to assign persons (such as the Code Enforcement Officer) to issue parking violation notices.

Section §72.59, Administrative Fees, removes the specific parking violation penalty and refers the penalty to
what is set forth in the Master Fee Ordinance.

CITATIONS

§ 70.090 DEFINITION.

As used in this subchapter, “citation” shall mean any citation issued by any officer
of the city police to any person for any offense which is a traffic infraction, or other
infraction, or for any violation or alleged violation of any ordinance of the city or any
statute of the state of Nebraska, and any copy thereof. The term does not include
parking violations or the City Police Department file copy of a citation which has
previously been forwarded to the County Attorney, which file copy may be disposed of
in such manner as the Chief of Police may determine when he or she determines that
retention of such file copy is no longer necessary.

§ 70.111 ABATEMENT OF PARKING VIOLATION.

If any vehicle found to be parked in violation of any applicable provision of this
code, state law or city ordinance, rule or regulation is not described in § 70.110(A), (B)
or (C) above, a police officer or code enforcement officer of the city shall affix to such
vehicle a parking violation complaint and notice of a public nuisance and-misdemeaner,
and order to abate such nuisance within the time stated therein. The Police Department
shall develop and apply a uniform schedule of time for abating nuisances based on the
violation giving rise to the nuisance. The owner or person in possession of such vehicle
shall, within the time specified in such order, abate such nuisance. Each separate
period of time that a vehicle is found to be parked in violation of any applicable provision
of this code, state law or city ordinance, rule or regulation shall constitute a separate
and distinct nuisance and-misdemeaneor and a separate and distinct complaint, notice
and order of abatement shall be affixed to such vehicle for each such period of time.
(Ord. 924, passed 1-20-94)



§ 72.21 PARKING AFTER SNOW.

Whenever there-may

the—s#eets—ef—iehe—e#y—er—when—the Mayor or hls/her deSIgnee shall declare a snow
emergency, with notice thereof to the news media, it shall be unlawful for any
automobile to be parked on any public street within the city for 24 hours or until after
such accumulated snow shall have been removed by snow removers provided by the
city-whichever is later. Any automobile left parked in violation of this section may be
ordered removed by the Chief of Police and such illegal parking shall constitute
appointment of the Chief of Police as agent of the owner and any mortgagee thereof to
contact with any other party to remove said automobile and grant a lien to such remover
of said automobile of his or her charges for removal and storage thereof. If such
unlawfully parked automobile is not removed, and by reason of its presence any part of
the streets of the city are impossible to plow clear the snow, the person in violation of
this section shall be civilly liable to the city for any added plowing expense necessarily
incurred as a result of such unlawful parking, unless the violator shall promptly clean
such unplowed area himself or herself.

§ 72.58 Parking Violations Bureau.

(A) Establishment. There is hereby established the Parking Violations Bureau
which shall function as a part of the office of the City Clerk, under the direction of the
City Clerk of the City Clerk’s lawful designee.

(B) Duties. The Parking Violations Bureau shall collect and account for all
moneys paid in accordance with the provisions of this section, issue receipts therefor
and keep records of all payments, showing the names, time and date of payment. It
shall be the duty of the City Clerk to credit to the city such amounts as shall be collected
for the payment of administrative costs. The City Clerk shall fix the days and the hours
during which the office of the Parking Violations Bureau shall be open to the public for
the transaction of business coming under the provisions of this section.

(C) Waiver of appearance; penalties and costs. Whenever any person is alleged
to have violated any of the provisions of this title, such person may, under such
conditions as are herein prescribed, execute a waiver of appearance, enter a plea of
guilty and make payment of penalty and administrative fees as follows:

(1) If paid within seven days of the date of the violation, a penalty in the
sum of-$5 as set forth by the Master Fee Ordinance, plus administrative fees;

(2) If paid after seven days of the date of the violation, but within 30 days
a penalty in the sum of-$40 as set forth by the Master Fee Ordinance, plus
administrative fees;

(3) If paid after 30 days of the date of the violation, but-prierte-the-filing-of
a-complaint-a penalty in the sum of-$20 as set forth by the Master Fee Ordinance, plus

administrative fees; or




(D) Petition procedure for parking violations. An informal notice of dispute may be
filed with the city within seven (7) days of the occurrence of the violation. Receipt of this
notice of dispute within seven (7) days means that only the lowest fine for each violation
as indicated in § 72.58 (C) of the Code of Ordinances shall be imposed if payment is
made within seven (7) days of the date of a notice to the defendant that the notice of
dispute is not justified. If full payment is not received within seven (7) days, the fines
shall increase as indicted in section § 72.58 (C) of the Code of Ordinances as thought
the notice of dispute was never received.

(1) Informal notices of dispute will be evaluated and the decision will be
made whether or not to dismiss this violation.

(a) A determination that a violation should be dismissed is a final
determination of non-liability. If the determination is to dismiss the violation, the parking
violator shall be notified and the parking fine refunded by mail sent to his or her last
known address

(b) If the determination is to not dismiss the violation, the parking
violator shall be notified by mail sent to his or her last known address.

(2) If neither full payment nor a notice of dispute is received within seven
(7) days following the violation and no other action has been taken by the parking
violator, the fine imposed upon the parking violator shall increase pursuant to § 72.58
(C).

(3) If neither full payment nor a notice of dispute is received within thirty
(30) days after the occurrence of the violation, a second notice of the violation shall be
sent to the last known address of the parking violator.



(4) If neither full payment nor a notice of dispute is received within forty-
five (45) days after the occurrence of the violation, the vehicle in violation shall be
declared a public nuisance pursuant to § 70.109 and impounded pursuant to §70.110
(A.2) until such time as full payment is made. The owner of such vehicle shall be
responsible for all costs of removal and storage pursuant to § 70-113.

(E) Administrative fees. The administrative fee, as provided in § 72.59, for each
violation citation paid through the Parking Violations Bureau shall be collected by the
City Clerk in addition to the penalty provided herein and such administrative fee shall be
deposited in the General Fund of the city. The administrative fee shall be uniform for all
parking violations eitatiens without regard to the amount of the penalty assessed and
shall represent the cost to the city for the operation of the Parking Violations Bureau
which may include the wages and fringe benefits of operating personnel; the cost of
printing citations and forms; postage; office supplies; office equipment, maintenance
and repair; and necessary overhead, including heating and air conditioning, lights, rents,
telephone expense and data processing expenses.

(G) Parking violation issuance. The Chief of Police is hereby authorized to assign
persons to exercise to authority to issue a parking violation notice for any parking
infractions set out in the code of ordinances.

(F) Nonexclusive penalty. The penalties and administrative fees provided herein
shall not preclude the assessment or collection of additional amounts. Such penalties
and administrative fees shall be in addition to any other applicable fees, penalties, costs
or towing charges.
